I’ve been on the RV Municipal Advisory Council (MAC)
continuously since its inception in 2016, first as the Chair, and now as Vice Chair. On the advice of former
Supervisor of the First District, Carrie Brown, and in coordination with former Supervisor Glenn McGourty, current
Supervisor Madeline Cline, former Planning Director Nash Gonzalez, and other Planning and Building Services
Staff, I’ve been part of a big team working since 2016. Our goal has been to update the 2004 Redwood Valley
Community Action Plan (CAP) to better reflect the views of Redwood Valley and the changing environment of our
community and the larger world. We strongly urge the CAP’s incorporation into the General Plan and zoning
regulations. Much has changed since 2004, and while our knowledge is more current, we see serious threats to our
peaceful way of life.

The MAC held a series of public meetings beginning in 2016 and 2017, with a pause after the wildfire of October,
2017, that took 9 lives and hundreds of homes and properties. In guided discussions, community members identified
their vision for the future of Redwood Valley. The environment, public safety, families, and a shared sense of
community dominated much of the focus. You will see that Vision throughout the CAP document. Some content
evolved after the fire; when large-scale cannabis operations moved into residential neighborhoods; with the
proposals and/or arrival of businesses antithetical to community values; and with the perception that County
government often seemed tone-deaf to local residents’ vision and preferences. You will see reflected in the CAP
considerable weakening of our original, proposed language, as many “shall” statements were, at the direction of
County staff, amended to “could” and “may” statements. I would like to emphasize that such “political correctness”
doesn’t always reflect stronger views on the part of many residents, who are committed to the rural, scenic, quiet
lifestyle that has made Redwood Valley so attractive to both residents and visitors. The County emphasis on tax
revenue, and favoring “Business," is not always in the best interest of those of us who live here. Jobs and business
are good, but not at all costs; not at the expense of quality of life. These views are often articulated at the monthly
RVMAC meetings.

We used many sources in developing this CAP, including employing an experienced consultant to guide the public
meetings and develop the first draft plan in 2018-19. In our role as advisors on behalf of Redwood Valley residents
to this Commission, the Board of Supervisors, and other agencies, persuant to Ca. Government Code Section 31010,
we submit this updated RVCAP for your approval. Thank you.
