Here are some of the actions that were taken a t Board of -Supervisors

meetings in July: decline of request to add fire sprinklers to Class K
dwellings over 2,000 sq ft, this was a 4 to 1 vote to not restrict housing
development. Received Grand Jury reports. Discussed the contracts with
Service Providers for Behavioral Health Services. Human Resources was
directed to work on several employee initiatives such as hiring and
appropriate standards. Direction to staff to bring back scenarios for a
Financial Services Division. Direction on utilizing Carbon Footprint
Reduction Plan. Public hearing regarding a Cannabis Prohibition District in
Redwood Valley - the district was denied on a 3-2 vote, meaning the three
cultivators that are applying for legal permits will be able to continue the
process. There was direction for additional enforcement in the area
identified through the Prohibition District process.
