OF THE 

MENDOCINO COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS 
 

RECOGNIZING THE REDWOOD VALLEY MUNICIPAL ADVISORY 

COUNCIL FOR ITS WORK ON THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE 

REDWOOD VALLEY COMMUNITY ACTION PLAN 
 

WHEREAS, on May 3rd 2026, the Mendocino County Board of Supervisors adopted 
Resolution No. 16-057 establishing the Redwood Valley Municipal Advisory Council (RVMAC), 
providing a local forum for residents in the Redwood Valley area to advise the County on 

discretionary projects and land use policy; and 
 

WHEREAS, upon establishment, the RVMAC began work to complete a Community 
Action Plan (CAP) for the community of Redwood Valley in order to create a unified advisory 

document; and 
 

WHEREAS, between 2017 and 2019, the RVMAC held a series of public meetings to 
gather input from the community on their goals and concerns, using this feedback to refine the 

CAP to reflect the wishes of the community; and 
 

WHEREAS, a draft version of the CAP was presented to the Mendocino County Planning 
and Building Services Department in 2024, who worked with the RVMAC to incorporate elements 
of the CAP into the Community Specific Policies section of the General Plan, formalizing them as 
County sponsored goals and policies; and 

 
WHEREAS, on February 24, 2026, the Board of Supervisors formally amended the 

Community Specific Policies section of the General Plan to include the proposed policy updates; 
and 

 
WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors wishes to thank the RVMAC for its continued work 

to serve the community of Redwood Valley through thoughtful consideration of land use issues, 
advance planning, and community character, and recognize the RVMAC for successful 
completion of the CAP and the update to the Mendocino County General Plan. 

 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board of Supervisors of the 

County of Mendocino hereby recognizes the RVMAC for its work on the Community 
Action Plan and Design Guidelines and its continued service to the community of 
Redwood Valley
