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Sec. 2.16.041  Qualification For Treasurer-Tax Collector. 

Pursuant to Government Code Section 27000.6, the provisions of Government Code 

Sections 27000.7, 27000.8 and 27000.9, as amended from time to time, establishing 

qualifications and requirements for the office of County Treasurer, County Tax Collector, or 

County Treasurer-Tax Collector shall be applicable to the office of Treasurer-Tax Collector in 

Mendocino County.  

This Section shall only apply to any person duly elected or appointed as Treasurer-Tax 

Collector on or after January 1, 1998.

CHAPTER 2.36  COUNTY AUDITOR 

Sec. 2.36.010  Qualifications for the Office of County Auditor. 

No person shall hereafter be elected or appointed to the office of County Auditor of the 

County of Mendocino unless:  

(a) He possesses a valid certificate issued by the California State Board of Accountancy 

under the provisions of Chapter 1, Division 3 of the Business and Professions Code, 

showing him to be, and a permit authorizing him to practice as, a certified public 

accountant or as a public accountant; or  

(b) He possesses a valid certificate or diploma of graduation from a school of accountancy; 

or  

(c) He has served as County Auditor or as Deputy County Auditor for a continuous period 

of not less than three (3) years.

Sec. 2.36.020  Applicability. 

The qualifications set forth in Section 2.36.010 shall not apply to any person duly elected or 

appointed as a County Auditor and actually serving as such officer on the effective date of the 

Chapter (July 1965), and such person shall be deemed to be eligible to hold and to be re-elected 

to said office, notwithstanding the provisions of said Section 2.36.010
