WHEREAS, correctional officers play-a vital role in maintaining the safety and security of
our communities and demonstrate courage, professionalism, and unwavering commitment in their
daily duties to ensure the welfare of incarcerated individuals, staff, and the public; and,

WHEREAS, the Mendocino County Sheriff's Office employs a team of dedicated
correctional officers.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board of Supervisors of the County of
Mendocino, hereby proclaims the week of May 5-11, 2024, as:
