We really need direction
this year so we can properly plan for next spring. | have invested in Mendocino County because | believe
it can be a leader in the country in this sector. | come from a background of larger agricultural farming
and processing. In the Midwest, a farm of 10,000 square feet would not even be considered.

As well as my investment in Yokayo Ranch, | am the president of The Agricultural Gas Company (Ag Gas).
We use CO2 to enhance yields on cannabis farms all over California. Thus, | am very familiar with the
restrictions in most counties. In the last 6 months, all counties are increasing the grow site to at least an
acre. | think the farmers of Mendocino County are being significantly disadvantaged by the restrictions
currently in place. | also think the county is losing a significant amount of tax dollars that would benefit
the residents of the county. It is my hope that when you revisit this issue in June, that you will allow the
increase to one acre on agricultural zoned land.
