Summary of Request:
The HuTCh center, located at the former General Services Agency on Low Gap Road in Ukiah, is a new training
facility for Health and Human Services (HHSA) Social Services staff. HuTCh will be utilized by several HHSA
Social Services programs, including Family and Children Services, Adult and Aging Services, and Employment
and Family Services and will allow HHSA to train staff more efficiently to improve services and decrease
training costs.

In order for HuTCh to be fully functional, it will be necessary to furnish the facility with employee
workstations, an electronic key-card security system, and video conferencing equipment which will enable
students and instructors to communicate with staff at other locations throughout Mendocino County.
