RESOLUTION OF THE MENDOCINO COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS SITTING AS THE 
MENDOCINO COUNTY AIR QUALITY MANAGEMENT DISTRICT BOARD OF DIRECTORS 
RECEIVING THE 2023 AIR TOXICS “HOT SPOTS” REPORT AND ADOPTING THRESHOLDS 
OF SIGNIFICANCE FOR RISK PRIORITIZATION SCORES 
 

WHEREAS, the Air Toxics Information and Assessment Act became law in 1987 when 
Governor Deukmejian signed Assembly Bill 2588 (AB2588).  Thereby, enacting California Health 
& Safety Code Section 44360; and 
 

WHEREAS, the purpose of the program is to: 1) inventory air toxics emissions, 2) 
determine if these emissions are causing localized ambient concentrations of air toxics high 
enough to expose individuals or population groups to significant health risk, and 3) inform the 
public of significant risk; and 
 

WHEREAS, the Mendocino County Air Quality Management District (District) through an 
agreement with Ray Kapahi, DBA Environmental Permitting Specialists has completed the Air 
Toxics “Hot Spots” Report for 2023 in satisfaction of California Health & Safety Code 44360, et.al; 
and 

WHEREAS, the District is obligated under the Hot Spots Act to adopt thresholds of 
significance for risk prioritization scores, to guide the evaluation of facilities identified in the 
emissions inventory; and 

 
WHEREAS, the completed 2023 Air Toxics "Hot Spots" Report was made available to the 

public for a period of not less than 30 days prior to this Board presentation, in satisfaction of the 
public notice requirements of the Hot Spots Act and Health & Safety Code Section 44360 et seq.; 
and 
 

WHEREAS, the District requests the District Board of Directors receive the 2023 Air Toxics 
“Hot Spots” Report attached as Exhibit A and direct the District’s Air Pollution Control Officer 
(APCO) to complete all tasks related to the subject report. 
 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Mendocino County Board of Supervisors 
sitting as the District’s Board of Directors hereby: 

 
1) Receives the 2023 Air Toxics “Hot Spots” report attached as Exhibit A; 
 
2) Adopts the recommended thresholds of significance for risk prioritization scores as 

presented in Exhibit B; and
